Introductions:

Treasurers Report:

· Proposed budget was handed out to attendees.  Dana gave a general overview of it that included:  

· Our main fundraiser is the Jog-A-Thon scheduled for October 1st. 

· We will probably have a spring fundraiser like last year.  (Spaghetti dinner that will most likely coincide with Science Fair.)  

· This year money is allocated on a K-6 grade level break down.  We’ve shared with teachers the amount their grade level will receive.  They will determine how the money is spent. (while being supportive of PHEO’s  mission statement)

· PHEO will fund field trips.  Bus orders go to Kathy and a copy to us.  

· We want to start a reserve fund for new equipment.

· Discretionary fund – in case of shortfall

· Picnic Tables for playground.  

· Reading month (which is being changed to Reading Year)

· Field Day on the last day of school

· These are very conservative numbers. We hope to have overestimated our expenses and underestimated our income.  

· Kris Morse motioned to file the budget. Chris Leonard seconded it.  Other attendees approved with no opposition.  

Principal Report:
· We’ve had a great start to the year.  
· Busses are going smoother.  She’s been made aware that parents are having an issue with the parking lot getting too congested after school.  Some busses are exiting onto Hwy 58 (heading west) from the elementary school parking lot rather than going around through the high school parking lot then turning from Enterprise.  She spoke with the superintendent and he will be speaking with the transportation supervisor.
