The artist and residency program was given big thumbs up by teachers, YES! Book Fair:

Terri Tupes reviewed, that she has gone to bat to receive a larger selection of books for the upcoming fair!

Total sales reached $3600, which almost tripled the sales from last year and broke the school record by $1000.

There were not enough volunteers, but hope to see more in the spring book fair. Kindergarten through second grade did send home wish lists again but could use much more help with filling those out for the future.

Many books have been ordered from the scholastic account all but $300 has been spent from K-6th and all but $300 has been spent from 7th-8th. Everyone will be receiving a free book at the end of reading month.

The next book fair will be the second and third week of February and we hope to reach a profit of at least $1500. We hope to incorporate the 7th-12th grade in inviting them to our sale. Linda Gilman is on board for helping to post flyers at the H. S.

If $3000 is sold we will look at cashing in for the financial profit, if less than $3000 sold we will save account for books.

February will also be reading month and the theme will coincide with the Olympics, “ Go for the Gold”!

Reading month will host a mystery reader offered during lunch recess for K-2nd and a high school athlete for 3rd-6th to interact and play on recess with students.

Ideas from Terri for future fundraiser are Tea party with themed tables for sale, silent auction artwork and loud auction. Maybe incorporate a classroom project to auction off.

New Business:

Science Fair is March 11th, 2010. Dinner will be held in cafeteria.

Additional Spring Fundraiser could possible include an art or music night with dessert auction or donation. Time frame might be middle of May.
