Treasurers Report:
Dana Parrish reviewed current budget.

1.) Spring Fundraiser shows a need to raise $1600 where as it was originally at $2500.

2.) To help remedy budget AR quizzes have been removed, Hospitality and Childcare budget has been removed, as well Open House budget. Reading Month has a lesser budget of $500 and staff appreciation has been lowered to $250. With these reductions we are still looking at being down around $300 for our budget.
