Minutes for December 8th, 2009

Call to Order:
Martha Hardy called the meeting to order at 2:35 pm.

Minutes:
There is a correction on the date of the school break in. The correct date was October 26th, 2009. Minutes were filed!

Treasurer’s Report:
Dana Parrish reviewed current budget.

· The fifth grade OMSI trip now reflects $2800 instead of $2300 due to new calculation in cost.

· There is discussion in regards to changing assembly budget in exchange for Artist in Residency program. Assemblies have high cost for short term activities versus the same amount could offer long-term art enrichment for all students.

· There will be a Spring Fundraiser to accommodate further activities. Fundraiser is still to be determined.

· We have received $1 through e-script. Parents can find sign up sheet in office or PHEO website, the more people signed up the more money our school can earn. e-script members need to re-register each year. 

· Money has already been set aside for Future T-shirt order and Jog-a-Thon expenses.

Devery’s Report:
It has been very busy! 

· Parent Conferences went well there was positive feedback on school transition. Playground equipment still needs to be assembled; hopefully with hunting season over we will have more volunteers that are much needed!

· A recommendation was made that a bus driver be removed, due to student concerns brought to staff regarding negative verbiage used by driver.

· Darlene Baker brought up another bus concern, that there was a knife found on bus C and brought home by her son. Darlene asked her son why he didn’t tell the bus driver and his response was, “He wouldn’t do anything”. Communication needs to be crucial on the buses!

· This morning there was a 10-15 minute delay in bus schedule, due to air tanks on bus doors had frozen up.

· First Band concert held at PHES was terrific and lasted around 35 minutes.

· The newsletter sent home on Monday would be informative of both state and district report cards. The PHMS report card indicates either needs improvement, satisfactory, or outstanding.  On state report card for 2008-2009 Trent did rank excellent, where-as the Middle school ranked does not meet. Things are moving in a positive direction this 2009-2010 school year.

· PBS (positive behavior system) is rewarding students with popcorn and visit from goat for positive behavior and limited referrals.

New Business:

· White Elephant sale will be during lunch recess on December    16th and 17th.

· Julie Larson brought up that she is happy to see positive rewards incentives are being offered for shorter time lines.

· Pleasant Hill F.O.L Lego League is off to state in Roseburg during the month of January. Nationals are in Atlanta!!

· Box tops--- need to be stapled or glued to forms that can be found in front office or PHEO website. We are in the process of organizing drop boxes in the hallway labeled, Box Tops, Soup labels, and Capri Suns. 

· Book Fair will be wrapping up on Thursday Dec 10th.  The next book fair will be in February for profit. There was a wish list form sent home for students to mark down books they wanted, Cindy Gregory.  Mentioned suggested having peopled there to help fill out wish list forms with students. We currently do have volunteers that help with filling these wish lists out, but more volunteers are always welcome.

· Friday December 11th is the last day of the food drive, Carrie Leonard and her son made today’s delivery.

· E-Script, has a much more diversified list of stores that are participating, please go on-line or mail forms in to sign up. The forms are confidential and if sent to school need to be delivered directly to Devery’s office, but it is much preferred that they are either mailed or submitted on-line. There is no CPV#  or exp info needed, just a debit card #  and each time that card is used at a participating store, your school receives a kick back. On-line stores often offer larger kickbacks simply for ordering on-line.

· Capri sun fundraiser, for each bag returned we receive 2 cents per pouch. It also helps to recycle!

· All e-script, box tops, soup label and Capri sun money goes directly to the school, for Devery to use for PBS rewards and other programs.

· PTO childcare, currently it costs $40 per month, we are currently requesting volunteers to help with daycare, to eliminate this fee.

Open Discussion:

· Cindy Gregory asked where the application process is for future charter school. There is a committee in place for further discussion but no application filed yet. Also is it possible to maybe use a classroom close by for kids at meeting instead of childcare? This would have to be discussed with teacher first.
