Call to Order:
Martha Hardy called the meeting to order at 2:36 pm.

Treasurer’s Report:
Dana Parrish reviewed draft budget and program outlines.

· Top portion of budget reflects anticipated income and bottom portion displays anticipated expenses.

· Actual numbers are based on last years PTA budget

· Income this year will in large be from Jog-a-Thon netting approximately $10,000 after incurring $2,000 expenses for activity (15% of expenses allotted for water bottles, supplies and prizes for students).

· Decision made to avoid product sales this year.

· Additional income anticipated will come from possible Springtime Thon i.e. another Activity-a-Thon, Spelling Bee, Read-a-Thon etc. Other income includes, membership dues, e-script, grants, and book fair (money earned once/buy one get one free once).

· Expenses will include grade level budgets based on previous years.
· Book fair does have expenses due to pre-paying for inventory.
· Sixth grade Omsi expense still needs updated figures
· Are fourth graders still making tie/dyes? Yes this is a possibility as well as resurrecting the Lewis and Clark field trip with celebration T-shirts.
· Are sixth graders going to have graduation celebration? Devery mentioned no determination yet but in discussion.
· Martha Hardy stated final budget will be made after Jog-a-Thon 
· Our actual income as of now reflects $4000 carried over from Trent and $1000 set a side from last year for Jog-a-Thon expenses.
· As of now the budget shows low numbers for membership dues, in actuality as of today we have 107 family members.
· Draft budget filed.
Staff Input:

· Kindergarten through 3rd gather in cafeteria prior to 8:00 am. Fourth – sixth graders meet in the gym unless they are having breakfast then they will be in cafeteria as well.
· Is gate to Katie Lane going to remain down on Katie Lane throughout the day? Yes!
· Why were fences taken down between football field and Elementary? Answer given from Superintendent Tony Scurto, was it was a false sense of security and it seemed to serve no purpose at this time. 
· Currently there are 3 to 4 aids on each recess K-1 has 4 classes out at a time, 2nd –3rd has 4 classes and 4th-6th has 7 classes participating at recess each day. Recess concerns from parents include not enough activities offered, balls, etc.
